From  Arataki Honey Visitor Centre cycle to Red Barrel Winery, if the sign is out visit the cellar door  - 
otherwise continue on to Black Barn, Te Mata Estate and the Chalk & Cheese Cafe, cycle the riverbank pathway 
to Black Bridge, join the  Kidnappers Coast  pathway and  visit Beach House Wines*, Elephant Hill Winery*,  
Clearview Winery* and Te Awanga Estate*. Cifton Bay Café  - lots of Arts and Crafts in 
this area.

Trail 719: Kidnappers Coast &   Havelock North in reverse… 

From our base at Greenmeadows in Napier join the Tutaekuri Riverbank Pathway to 
Awatoto, turn right and follow the Pathway beside the sea to Clive then East Clive to Black Bridge… (19.2kms) 

or drop off at road end Te Awanga  

 
Cycle the pathway to Haumoana,   explore Beach House Wines, Elephant Hill Estate Winery,  *Clearview 
Winery,  *Te Awanga Estate, (formally Kim Crawford Wines) spectacular  coastal views. If you wish to venture 
through the village of Te Awanga to # Clifton Bay Café at the road end beside the sea.  (Additional 5kms return 
to this point)  Return the same way back to Black Bridge, cycling across the bridge to join…  (11 to 16kms)   
 
The Tuki Tuki River Bank Pathway to River Road Havelock North (7.7kms)  you have two wineries to explore  
within a 3 kms  ride  -  Te Mata Estate Winery and  Black Barn Vineyards, refreshments at Chalk & Cheese Café. 

 
Craggy Range is 2.6km ride from River Road, gentle elevation then care to be 
taken on the downhill ride – no pathway…  for the experienced rider!
